               Frank Webb lives in Pittsburgh, Pa. and has been a professional artist since 1948, 

He is a  Dolphin Fellow   and a vice president of the American Watercolor Society.   

      He also holds membership in several other organizations, including the National Watercolor Society, Allied Artists 
of America, and the Audubon Artists. Biographical books which include Webb are:" Who's Who in American Art", and 
"Who's Who in the East". Webb has authored three books on painting, and has received over 100 awards. As an 
instructor, Webb has conducted workshops in 50 states and many countries.

       He has represented the American Watercolor Society in exhibitions in Canada, New York, England, Scotland, 
Mexico, and has also exhibited in Australia and the Republic of China. More than 2,000 paintings are in private 
collections and in public collections, such as the Taiwan Art Education Institute, the Baylor Collection, the Palmer 
Museum of Penn State, the Butler Institute of American Art, the Southern Alleghenies Art Museum, and the Tweed Art 
Museum of the University of Minnesota.  A resident of Mt. Washington, Webb has been a member and past president 
of the Pittsburgh watercolor Society for 40 years and has been identified as a "Master Visual Artist III", Preserving the 
Legacy. ❖
